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HERO OF SOVIET UNION

 By unique L. Caesar - the commander of the 3rd military sector anti-airborne defense of the Novorossiysk naval base of the Black Sea Fleet, commander of a separate auxiliary landing party of marines, Major.
  Born June 23, 1909 in the city of Rostov-on-Don in the family of the servant.
    In 1928 Kunikov enrolled in the Higher Naval School named after MV Frunze in Leningrad. 5 months later, he became seriously ill and was expelled from school. Recovered, he remained in the Navy.
In 1930 Kunikov returned to Moscow. Since 1932, he was the head of the sector of the defense industry of the Moscow Komsomol Committee. 
  On July 25, 1941 TS.L. Kunikov was in the ranks of the Navy.
  From July 1942 he was the commander of the 305 th Battalion of the Black Sea Fleet Marines. In August 1942  the detachment of special purpose of the Novorossiysk naval base of the Black Sea Fleet was formed. TS.L. Kunikov was appointed to be its commander.
On the night of 3 to 4 February 1943 commando detachment of sailors under the command of Major Kunikova landed on enemy occupied and heavily fortified coast near the city of Novorossiysk, from Myskhako village («Small Land") in South Ozereyskoy landings. Swift kick knocked the landing party of fascists from the reference point and firmly entrenched on the captured bridgehead. At dawn broke fierce battle. Marines during the day repulsed 18 attacks. By the end of the day we were running out of ammunition. The situation seemed hopeless. Then the detachment of Major Kunikova made a sudden raid on the enemy artillery battery. He destroyed the gun calculation and capturing weapons, paratroopers opened fire on them from the attack of enemy soldiers. Total for the first day of fighting detachment destroyed 10 bunkers and gun emplacements, more than 1,000 soldiers and officers, seized 9 guns, 8 guns, and many other weapons. All captured guns and machine guns were directed against the enemy.
Seven days paratroopers fought off fierce attacks of the enemy and hold the bridgehead until the main forces came. With grenades in the pockets of the sailors climbed on the roofs of the houses and beat the Nazis, chased them from attics, others cleared of enemy cellars, kicked him out of the room, turned into a firing point. During the period from 4 to 10 February detachment destroyed over 2000 Nazis 28 machinegun points 12 bunkers, 8 cars, 2 enemy tanks.
In South Ozereyka - the landing of the main forces - as a result of the stubborn resistance of the enemy beachhead failed to capture. Therefore, detachment Kunikova, planted as a secondary, acquired during the fighting value of the ground. Troopers took Stanichka, Myskhako and led the fight for Novorossiysk. Kunikov personally involved in the fighting commandos, led fire on the enemy with a machine gun, beat off counterattacks.
February 12, 1943 Kunikov in Tsemesskaya bay met arriving bridgeheads at the division when ridiculous stray mine exploded near. Assault commander was seriously wounded and taken to hospital in the city of Gelendzhik. The wound proved fatal. February 14, 1943, Major TS.L. Kunikov died.
Buried in a mass grave in the hero-city of Novorossiysk. In his honor Stanichka village renamed Kunikovka village.
